TAX LEVY APPROVED
Following a public hearing, the
Board of Education approved the tax
levy for 2016. School District 21
does not set the tax rate, but rather
requests a levy (as a dollar amount)
that is spread across all property
owners in the District and is capped
by state law. When a tax levy is
created, a variety of factors are
unknown, like the value of any new
property that has been constructed
within the district over the previous
year. It is anticipated that the tax
extension will be 0.98% higher than
last year, which in part is a result of
the Consumer Price Index (CPI) of
0.7%. An increase is used to pay for
budgeted expenses, like contractual
obligations with staff members and
outside vendors.

MIDDLE SCHOOL
EXPLORATORY REVIEW
CCsD21 follows a regular cycle to
review all district programs and
continue to strengthen learning
opportunities for students. Last year,
the Middle School Exploratory
Program was reviewed, with a focus
on Art, Career and Community
Connections, and P.E. Input was
received from more than 200 parents
and 1500 middle school students.
Two examples of areas that will be
strengthened thanks to input
received include developing a
structured schedule to balance team,
small group, and individual activities
in P.E., and incorporating digital
mediums in art.

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Snacks at School

In January 2011, the lllinois State Board of Education enacted Public
Act 96-0349, which requires school boards in lllinois to adopt policies
promoting both the prevention and management of life-threatening
allergic reactions. A copy of the Wheeling Community Consolidated
School District 21 manual, Procedures for Managing Life-Threatening
Food Allergies in School, is available on the district website or at your
child’s school.

We would like to take this opportunity to remind our students and their
families that classroom snacks are currently limited to fruits,
vegetables and hard cheese. If necessary, these snacks may be
further limited in accordance with specific food allergies in a
classroom.

In addition, the district does not allow food birthday treats to be
sent in to school. If food treats are sent in, parents will be asked
to pick the treats up or the treats will be discarded at the end of
the day. If you would like to celebrate your child’s birthday with
his/her classmates, we suggest stickers, pencils or other non-food
items. You may also choose to donate a game or book to your child’s
classroom.

Finally, any food provided during the curricular day, for individual
classroom and/or the whole school, must be pre-approved by the
principal and school nurse.

Merienda en la escuela

En enero del 2011, el Consejo Escolar de Educaciéon del Estado de
lllinois promulg6 la Ley Publica de 96-0349, que exige que los
consejos escolares en lllinois adopten politicas que promueven tanto
la prevencion como el manejo de reacciones alérgicas amenazantes
para la vida. Una copia del Manual del Wheeling Community
Consolidated School District 21, Procedimientos para Manejar las
Alergias a la Comida Amenazantes para la Vida en la Escuela, esta
disponible en el sitio de web del Distrito o en la escuela de su hijo.

Quisiéramos tomar esta oportunidad para recordar a nuestros
estudiantes y a sus familias que las meriendas en la sala de clase
actualmente estan limitadas a las frutas, las verduras, y los quesos
duros. Al ser necesario, se puede restringir estas meriendas aun
mas, de acuerdo a las alergias especificas a la comida en la sala de
clase.

Ademas, el Distrito no permite que se manden a la escuela golosinas
de comida para los cumpleafios. Si se mandan las golosinas de
comida, los padres estaran obligados a recoger las golosinas o éstas
serdn desechadas al final del dia. Si usted desea celebrar el
cumpleafios de su hijo con sus comparieros de clase, sugerimos que
se traigan etiquetas engomadas, lapices u otros articulos que no
sean la comida. Usted también puede decidir hacer la donacion de
un juego o un libro a la sala de clase de su hijo.

Por fin, toda comida que se reparta durante el dia escolar para la sala de
clase particular y/o toda la escuela tiene que contar con la aprobacion previa
del director y la enfermera de la escuela. Por favor, en caso de tener

APROBACION DE
IMPOSICION FISCAL

La Junta de Educacién aprobo
la imposicion fiscal para el afio
2016. El Distrito Escolar 21 no
establece el tipo de gravamen,
sino més bien solicita un
impuesto (como una cantidad
en délares) que se reparte entre
todos los duefios de
propiedades en el Distrito y se
ve limitado bajo la ley estatal.
Cuando se crea un gravamen
fiscal, una variedad de factores
son desconocidos, como el
valor de cualquier propiedad
nueva que se ha construido
durante el afio anterior. Se
prevé que la extension del
impuesto seré el 0.98% mas
que el afio pasado, lo que en
parte es el resultado del indice
de Precios al Consumidor (IPC)
del 0.7%. Este aumento se
utiliza para pagar los gastos
presupuestados, como
obligaciones contractuales con

los miembros del personal y
proveedores externos.
REVISION DEL

PROGRAMA DE CLASES
EXPLORATORIAS
